ARTICLE I

Name of the Council

The name of this council shall be the SCHAEFER CHARTER SCHOOL SITE COUNCIL.

ARTICLE II

PURPOSES
The purpose of the Schaefer Charter School Site Council shall be as follows:

A. Guide the development of and approve the School Improvement program plan that meets the requirements set by the Governing Board and the State.

B. After approval of the plan by the Governing Board, to monitor the implementation of the planned program and periodically assess its effectiveness.

C. Develop and recommend to the Governing Board any needed changes in the program plan needed to meet changing needs and/or priorities, including at least an annual budget that is consistent with requirements set by the State and the Governing Board.

D. Carry out all other duties and responsibilities assigned to it in the Education Code or by the Governing Board.

ARTICLE III

MEMBERSHIP
Section I - Representation Composition

The Schaefer Charter School Site Council will have an equal number of members representing two groups: paid staff and parents/community. Each group selects their members through a democratic process of nomination and selection organized yearly by the School Principal.

Representation Includes:

A. One-half from paid staff, to include:

· School Principal or administrative designee 

· Teachers 

· Classified 

B.
One-half from parents/guardians of currently enrolled students; or community members.  Community members serving on the Schaefer Charter School Site Council are to demonstrate a direct service or relationship to the students of Schaefer Charter School.

Section 2 - Election of Members

Each year:

A. An election of parents, community representatives, teachers and classified staff will be held using a democratic process that insures that the members of the Council are appropriately represented.

B.  Newly selected members shall take their place on the Council at the first meeting      

following their election.

Section 3 - Terms of Membership

Terms of membership shall be 2-year terms.

Section 4 - Voting Rights

Each member shall be entitled to one vote and may cast that vote on each matter submitted to a vote on the Council. Absentee ballots shall not be permitted.

Section 5 - Termination of Membership

Members shall no longer hold membership whenever their situation changes, such that they no longer meet the representation requirements under which they were selected.

Section 6 - Transfer of Membership

Membership in the Schaefer Charter School Site Council shall not be transferable.

Section 7 - Resignation

Any Council members may resign by filing a written resignation to the Schaefer Charter School Site Council.

Section 8 - Vacancy

Any vacancy on the Council shall be filled by election for the unexpired portion of the term.

ARTICLE IV

OFFICERS

Section 1 - Officers

The officers of the Schaefer Charter School Site Council shall be a Chairperson, Chairperson-Elect, Secretary, and such other officers as the Council may deem necessary.

Section 2 - Election and Terms of Office

The officers shall be elected annually at the first meeting after members are elected; and shall serve for one year or until each successor has been elected.

Section 3 - Removal

Any officer may be removed by a two-thirds vote of all members sitting on the Schaefer Charter School Site Council whenever, in the judgment of the Council, the best interests of the Council would be served thereby.

Section 4 - Vacancy

A vacancy in any office because of death, resignation, removal, disqualification, or otherwise shall by special election of the School Site Council, be filled by the School Site Council for the unexpired portion of their term.

Section 5 - Chairperson

The chairperson shall preside at all meetings of the Schaefer Charter School Site Council and may sign all letters, reports, and other communications of the School Site Council. In addition, the chairperson shall perform all duties incidental to the office of chairperson and such duties as may be prescribed by the School Site Council from time to time.

Section 6 - Chairperson-Elect

The duties of the chairperson-elect shall be to represent the chairperson in assigned duties and to substitute for the chairperson during his or her absence, and the chairperson-elect shall perform such duties as from time to time may be assigned by the chairperson or by the School Site Council.

Section 7 - Secretary

The secretary, with support from staff members designated by the principal, shall keep the minutes of the meetings, both regular and special, of the Council and shall promptly transmit to each of its members and to such other persons as the School Site Council may deem, true and correct copies of the minutes. The secretary will see that all notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions of these bylaws, be the custodian of the School Site Council Records, keep a register of the address and telephone number of each member of the School Site Council members. The secretary shall perform all duties incident to the office of secretary and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to the office by the chairperson or by the School Site Council.

ARTICLE V

SCHOOL SITE COUNCIL MEETINGS
Section 1 - Regular Meetings

The Schaefer Charter School Site Council shall meet during the school year at a time and day designated by the Council.

Section 2 - Special Meetings

Special meetings may be called by:

A. The Chairperson

B. A majority vote of the Council at a regular or special meeting

C. On the written petition of three members

Section 3 - Meeting Place

The Schaefer Charter School Site Council shall hold all regular and special meetings at the school in a room designated in the agenda call for meeting.

Section 4 - Notice of Meetings

Public notices shall be given of regular meetings 72 hours in advance of the meeting. Such notice shall include date, time, and location of the meeting. The notice shall be posted on the school calendar. Publication in bulletins and/or newsletters shall be provided when possible. Special meeting calls shall be posted at least 24 hours before the meeting.

Section 5 - Decisions of the Council

Decisions of the Schaefer Charter School Site Council will be in effect only after an affirmative vote of a majority of members are present.

Section 6 - Quorum

The presence of a majority of members of the Council shall be required in order to constitute a quorum necessary for the transaction of business.

Section 7 - Public Meetings

All regular and special meetings of the Schaefer Charter School Site Council and all of its Committee meeting shall be open to the public at all times.

ARTICLE VI

COMMITTEES
Section I - Standing and Special Committees

The Schaefer Charter School Site Council may from time to time establish and abolish such standing or special committees as it may desire. No standing or special committee may exercise the authority of the School Site Council. Standing committees with representation on the School Site Council augmented by other school community people shall be appointed as follows:

Section 2 - Membership

Unless otherwise determined by the School Site Council in its decision to abolish a committee, the chairperson of the Schaefer Charter School Site Council shall appoint members to the various committees.

Section 3 - Term of Office

Each member of a committee shall continue as such for the term of his or her appointment and until his or her successor is appointed, unless the committee shall be terminated or abolished, or unless such member shall cease to qualify as a member thereof.

Section 4 - Rules

Each committee may adopt rules for its own government not inconsistent with these bylaws or with rules adopted by the School Site Council or with policies of the Governing Board.

Section 5 - Quorum

Unless otherwise provided in the decision of the Schaefer Charter School Site Council designating a committee, a majority of the committee shall constitute a quorum, and the act of a majority of the members present at a meeting at which a quorum is present shall be the act of the committee.

Section 6 - Vacancy

A vacancy in the membership of any committee may be filled by an appointment made in the same manner as provided in the case of the original appointment.
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
